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Abstract

Welcome to HIBIT’ 22. Papers and abstracts must conform to the format and style specified in Section 2. The deadline for the submission of full papers is July 31st, 2022. All submissions will be reviewed by at least three referee. Papers are selected based on originality, significance, and clarity. Please submit only the abstract of your research of up to 300 words for poster presentations. If you want to be considered for a “selected talk” than you need to submit an extended abstact, which allows submission of one page for abstract and one figure. To submit your research as a conference paper please follow the following HIBIT Conference Paper Format. The maximum paper length, including figures and references, is six (6) pages. Submissions will be made via EasyChair.
1. General information

The instructions listed in this manuscript are to specify the format and style for your HIBIT Conference Paper. 
First of all, here is some general information about the paper preparation, submission, and review process.

Papers must conform to the format and style specified in Section 2. Moreover, provide the content described in Section 3. The deadline for the submission of full papers is July 31st, 2022. The maximum paper length, including figures and references, is six (6) pages. 

2. paper format and style

If your paper is accepted for a talk, the electronic paper version (PDF or Microsoft Word file) submitted by you will be directly reproduced in the HIBIT 2022 Proceedings. Your strict adherence to the format and style specifications described in this section is required to maintain uniformity of appearance throughout the Proceedings.

2.1 Format
· The maximum paper length, including figures and references, is six (6) pages. 

· Do not put page numbers on your document. We will add appropriate page numbers to accepted papers when the conference proceedings are assembled. 

· All material must fit in a 176 x 240 mm (6.93 x 9.45 inch) area with a left margin of 17 mm (0.67 inches) and a top margin of 25 mm (1 inch). The top margin has to be 32 mm (1.26 inches) on the first page.

· All text must appear in two columns with a column spacing of 6 mm (0.24 inch). Figures and tables may span the two columns if necessary.

2.2 Style
· All text must be single-spaced.

· The recommended font size is 10 points. The font size must be at least 9 points (capital letters at least 2 mm high) and at most 11 points.

· The recommended font is Times Roman or Times New Roman. 

2.2.1   Title Area

· The paper title is to appear in boldface capital letters, centered across the top of the two columns on the first page. The recommended font size for the paper title is 13 points.

· The name(s) of the author(s) should appear below the title in italic letters, followed by the affiliation(s), address(es), and email address(es).

2.2.2   Abstract

· The paper abstract appears below the title area on the first page as the first item on the left-hand column.

· Allow 11 mm (0.43 inch) vertical space between title area and abstract.

· The abstract should not contain more than 150 words.

2.2.3   Headings

· Major headings should be numbered and appear in boldface capital letters, centered within the respective column.

· Subheadings should be numbered, left-aligned in each column, and in boldface letters.

· If they cannot be avoided, Sub—subheadings should be left-aligned in the respective column and italic letters; they may be numbered.

2.2.4   Equations

· Equations should be centered within the respective column, e.g.,
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We recommend labeling only those equations that are referenced in the paper.

2.2.5   Figures and Tables

· All figures and tables must be referred to in the paper. They must be numbered and have captions.

· If possible, figures and tables should be placed at the top of the respective page. "Wide" figures and tables may span the two columns.

2.2.6   References

· References are numbered either in order of appearance on the paper or in alphabetical order.

· They are referred to by the respective reference number enclosed by square brackets (e.g., [2]).

2.2.7   Additional Information

· Accepted file formats are PDF, Microsoft Word
· In addition to uploading their paper, authors are also required to provide the following :

· Scope of the paper by selecting relevant technical areas,
· Keywords and abstract,
3. PAPER CONTENT
"A journal article is a distinctive genre: it tells a straightforward story of a problem searching for a solution, but it is not a detective story" [REF1]. So, your paper should include the following content under the major headings.
3.1
 Introduction

Tell the reader what your paper is about, what your motivation is, and why he/she should care. Successful authors typically develop one core message in the introductory section and then carry it out throughout the rest of the paper.
3.2 
Background

 Define concepts the first time they appear and stick to those definitions (do not use terms and concepts interchangeably)

3.3
Methods

 Provide a rationale for whatever you do in your paper. For example, when describing your research methods, tell readers what you did, how you did it, and why. This will increase the integrity of your findings and the credibility of your claims.
3.4
Results

 Develop a powerful narrative by showing and telling ('this is what I observed, this is what it means). Do not make unsubstantiated claims hoping that the reader will trust you (telling without showing). Also, do not "show without telling," which puts the burden of interpretation on the reader.
3.5
Discussion
Provide an answer to your research question: readers would expect that you answer your question at the beginning of the discussion section. Explain how your findings extend existing knowledge, how they can be generalized to other settings outside the domain of your study, and what practitioners can learn from them.
